Methods for entering Licenses into LAMUM 

 

 
 

This Application Note covers 3 methods for entering FlexLM-based Licenses into 

LAMUM. We will cover entering ñBundlesò and ñSpecific Toolsò.  We will cover linking 

to Port@Host and to License Files.  We will cover unique multiple daemon License files. 

 

This tutorial applies only to concurrent-use, FlexLM based Licenses. 

 

Section I applies to single Vendor, single daemon License files. 

Section II applies to Multiple Vendors, multiple daemons in a License file. 
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Section I - single Vendor, single daemon license files. 
 

Basics- 

 

1) All Licenses are entered in LAM under the Licenses Tab, Add New Line Item 

 
 

2) To add a Line Item you must enter a Vendor, Tool, Quantity, License Type, and 

linking method (port@host or License File). 

3) At this point you need to decide if you want to track items at the Bundle level or the 

Tool level. 

a. If you want to track at the Vendor Bundle level, the Tool name should be 

ñVendor_Bundleò.  If tracking at the Bundle level you will need to use 

Port@Host method and you will get all features in the Usage reports.  This 

is the easiest and fastest method. 

b. If you want to track at the Tool level, the Tool name should be a simple 

ñToolò name or ñVendor_Toolò name.  If you track at the Tool level you 

should use the License File method, parse the License File, and select only 

the features that you want usage data on, specifically for that Tool.  

Generally speaking 2-3 features is all you need to determine usage of that 

Tool.  However, you can list 10 is you like. 

 

We will now show the Vendor_Bundle and the Tool_Specific methods.
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Letôs put in a Vendor_Bundle License- 

 
1) Go to Licenses Tab and click Add New Line Item 

2) Select or add a New Vendor 

3) Select or add a New Tool name.  Again the Tool name should be ñVendor_Bundleò 

(Vendor = a specific Vendor name) 

Note: be sure you have agreement on the Vendor and Tool name conventions 

4) Enter Quantity of 1 

5) Go to the lower right section of page entitled ñNetworkedò 

6) Enter Restriction Type (if known, but this field is not mandatory) 

 
 

7) Enter the License Type= FlexLM from the drop down list (mandatory!) 
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8) Select Port@Host button, Add New Port@Host 

 
 

9) Enter Daemon name, Server (or Add New Server), and Port 
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10) Enter a Tag name.  A Tag name is a User-friendly way to describe the port@host 

and daemon.  It must be unique.  Typically the Tag name is Vendor_Tool, or 

Vendor_Tool_Site (if the same Tool name exists on multiple Servers).  It can be 

anything.  Some people use Site_Tool, or Site_Vendor.  Use what you like but a) it 

must make sense to you, your users and management, and b) Tag nomenclature 

needs to be consistent.  

 
11) Click Submit 

12) Click Submit on the Add License page.  This Line Item will now show up in LAM 

under Licenses Tab, but it is not yet pushed over to the UM side. 

13) Click Usage, and click Monitor Update on the Usage/Home page. 
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14) Now you should see the Tool/Tag Name, Daemon in the Usage/Home Monitor list, 

but the Status will be red.  That is because it has not yet communicated with the 

port@host.  Communication (lmstat) occurs at the frequency set in the Data 

Collection Interval, under Usage/Admin.  To force an lmstat, go the the 

Usage/Admin/Data Collection Interval and click Run_Cron. 

 
15) Now you should see it green in the Usage/Home page.  At this point you can get 

ñCurrentò usage reports.  For Historical reports you must wait until you have 

collected more data.  Let it collect data for a few days. 
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Letôs put in a Tool_Specific License- 
 

1) Go to Licenses Tab and click Add New Line Item 

2) Select or add a New Vendor 

3) Select or add a New Tool name.  Again the Tool name should be ñToolò or 

ñVendor_Toolò 

4) If know how many license/seats you own of that Tool, enter that number, or just 

enter Quantity of 1 

5) Go to the lower right section of page entitled ñNetworkedò 

6) Enter Restriction Type (if known, but this field is not mandatory) 

 
 

7) Enter the License Type= FlexLM from the drop down list (mandatory!) 

 
 

 

 

Here is where it get different from the Vendor_Bundle method, 
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8) Click License file button and Select.  This brings up a listing of all License files 

available to select from.  If the desired license file is not in the list , click Add New. 

 
 

9) Before you select the License file, and if you are using Windows Internet Explorer, 

you should insure that LAMUM is a ñTrusted Siteò.  Go to the Brower/Tools icon 

in upper right corner and from the drop down select Internet Options/Security 
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10) Add your LAMUM URL to the Trusted Site list 

 
 

11) Save those settings, and go back to LAM/Add New License File page 

12) Go back to Add New 

13) Browse to the desired License file and click Submit. 

 
 

14) LAM will reach out and query the License file.  If it finds it, you will get a 

Summary showing a) the path, b) the associated daemon and port@host, and c) how 

many features were found in the License file.  Note: the daemon, server and port 

will automatically be imported into LAM.  You will however have to manually add 

the Tag name you want.  More later on this. 

15) Click Submit on the Add License page.  This Line Item will now show up in LAM 

under Licenses Tab, but it is not yet pushed over to the UM side. 

16) There are 2 things you need to do first 

a. Select features to monitor from the License file 

b. Enter a Tag name 
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17) So letôs select the features you want to monitor for this Tool.  So go back to the 

Licenses Tab, and click on the License name you just entered.   You will notice the 

icon next to ñLicense fileò and the path to ñLicense File locationò  Then click on 

FlexParser. 

 
 

18) From the list, select only the features you want to monitor on the UM side. You can 

sort the list by any column heading.  Click Submit 
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
